So, " It is the best ever " means it's the best of all
time, up to the present. " It was the best ever "
means either it was the best up to that point in
time, and a better one may have 

adverbs 

Both sentences could mean the same thing,
however I like you best. I like chocolate best,
better than anything else can be used when what
one is choosing from is not specified I like you
the 
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"better" vs "best" 

The second sentence, as you said, contains a
superlative, "best." In English, unlike in some
other languages such as Spanish, the superlative
does not require a definite article. In fact, it
